Directions for Administration

Purpose of Assessment:

Teacher Directions

Part A

Part B

Before beginning, laminate a copy of the Student Handout (Part B) to use with each administration.

You will need to administer Part B to each student individually. (Keep a copy of the Student
Response Record (Part B) available to aid in scoring students’ decoding.)

First, place the Student Handout (Part B) in front of the student for them to read.
